Creating a rhythtn pattern [KN4ooJ 

The COMPOSER is the special function by which you create and store your original accom­
paniment pattern. Just like the AUTO PLAY CHORD, the COMPO,SER can play back your 
original rhythm in the chords you specify on the keyboard.

• The 2-measure pattern is

• In addition to rhythm patterns, you can 
also record chord and melody patterns 
and bass patterns.

EXP PEDAL (KN400) 
The SZ-E2 Expression Pedal allows you to control 
the volume (loudness) of all the keyboard sounds, 
leaving your hands free to play. 

FOOT SW 
When an SZ-P1 Foot Switch is connected to this 
terminal, you can choose from among several 
functions to control by foot. (Refer to Vol. 3, page 

24.)

LINE OUT (output level 1.5V 600Q) 
By plugging into a high-power amplifier, the sound 
can be reproduced at high volume. (Use the 
R/R+L terminal when outputting monaural 

sound.) 

PHONES ( 0 ) 
For silent practice headphones may be used. 
When plugged in, the speaker system is automat­
ically switched off, and sound is heard only 
through the headphones. 

DC IN 9V-12V (KN200) 
Connect the exclusive AC adaptor to this terminal. 

Cautions for safest use of this unit 
Installation location 
1. A well-ventilated place. 

Take care not to use this unit in a place where it 
will not receive sufficient ventilation, and not to 
permit the ventilation holes to be covered by cur­
tains, or any similar materials. 

2. Place away from direct sunlight and excessive 
heat from heating equipment. 

3. A place where humidity, vibration and dust are 
minimized. 

Power source 
• KN200 
1. For the power source, use ONLY the included AC 

adaptor (SY -AD1 ). Use of a different AC adaptor 
may result in malfunction or even damage to the 
equipment. 

2. If the unit is not to be used for some time, remove 
the AC adaptor from the wall socket. 

• KN400 
1. Be sure the line voltage selector is in accordance 

with local voltage in your area before connecting 
the plug to the socket. 

2. DC power cannot be used . 

Handling the power cord 
1. Never touch the power cord, or its plug, with wet 

hands. 
2. Don't pull the power cord. 

Metal items inside the unit 
may result in electric shock 
or damage. 
Do not permit metal articles to get inside the unit. 
Be especially careful with regard to this point if children 
are near this unit. They should be warned never to try 
to put anything inside. 
If, nevertheless, some such article does get inside, 
disconnect the power cord plug from the electrical 
outlet, and contact the store where the unit was pur­
chased. 

If water gets into the unit 
Disconnect the .power cord plug from the electrical 
outlet, and contact the store where it was purchased. 
As a precaution, it is suggested that flower vases and 
other containers which hold liquids not be placed on 
the top of this unit. 

If operation seems abnormal 
Immediately turn off the instrument, disconnect the 
power cord plug from the electrical outlet, and contact 
the store where it was purchased. 
Discontinue using the unit at once. Failure to do so 
may result in additional damage or some other unex­
pected damage or accident. 

A word about the power cord 
If the power cord is scarred, is partially cut or broken, 
or has a bad contact, it may cause a fire or serious 
electrical shock if used. NEVER use a damaged power 
cord for any appliance. Moreover, the power cord 
should never be forcibly bent. 

Don't touch the inside parts 
of this unit. 
Some places inside this unit have high voltage poten­
tial. Never try to remove the top or back panels of this 
unit, or to touch inside parts by hand or with tools. 
Contact someone who is qualified in order to inspect 
the inside, or to replace a fuse, if such becomes neces­
sary. Never attempt to do these things yourself. 

Maintenance 
The following suggestions will assist you in keeping 
the unit in top condition . 
• Be sure to switch the instrument off after use, and 

do not switch the unit on and off in quick succession, 
as this places an undue load on the electronic com­
ponents. 

• To keep the luster of the surface and buttons, simply 
use a clean, damp cloth; polish with a soft, dry cloth . 
Polish may be used but do not use thinners or 
petro-chemical-based polishes. 

• A wax-based polish may be used on· the cabinet, 
although you will find that rubbing with a soft cloth 
will suffice.

SVmptoms which appear to be 
signs of trouble 
The following changes in performance may occur in the Technics Keyboard but do not indicate trouble: 

Phenomenon Remedy j 

• Sounds and effects 

The buttons, keys, etc. malfunction. 

No sound is produced when the keys 
are pressed. 

When many keys are pressed at the 
same time, not all of them sound. 

When the DIGITAL CELESTE is on 
and you change the sound, the DIGI­
TAL CELESTE turns off. 

CONDUCTOR, AUTO PLAY CHORD 
and PANEL MEMORY do not work. 

The highest note of the SOLID 
GUITAR sound is strange. 

• KN200 
• Turn off the PLAY button once, then turn it on again. All 

settings return to their factory-preset (initialized) status. 

• KN400 
• Turn off the POWER button once. Then, while pressing all 

three MANUAL PERCUSSION buttons, press the POWER 
button to turn it on. All settings return to their factory­
preset (initialized) status. 

• The MAIN VOLUME is at the minimum setting. Adjust the 
volume with the MAIN VOLUME control. 

• The DEMO )l button is on, and --- (KN200) or ---­
(KN400) is shown on the display. Press the DEMO )l but­
ton to turn it off. The display returns to the tempo display. 
(Refer to Vol. 1, page 10.) · 

• The BALANCE volumes are set to 0. 
KN200: Press the POLY ( +) button in the BALANCE section 
to adjust the volume. (Refer to Vol. 2, page 5.) 
KN400: Press the + buttons for POLY 1, POLY 2 and BASS 
& ACCOMP to adjust the volumes. (Refer to Vol. 2, page 5.) 

• The local control for a part performed on the keyboard is 
set to ott. Set the local control to on. (Refer to Vol. 3, 
page 32.) 

• Up to 11 notes can be produced simultaneously . The num­
ber of notes which can be produced simultaneously may 
decrease depending on the selected sound, the DIGITAL 
CELESTE status, the ACCOMP PART status (KN400), etc. 

• KN400: The DIGITAL CELESTE effect does not function 
for DUAL, DUET and TRIO mode sounds. (Refer to the 
Reference Guide.) 

• The MIDI receive mode is set to the multi mode. Set the 
receive mode to the single mode. (Refer to Vol. 3, page 
32.) 

• This is not a malfunction. When the SOLID GUITAR 
sound (VARIATION on) is assigned to the POLY part 
(KN200) or POLY 1 or 2 part (KN400), or when the SPE­
CIAL 6 sound is assigned to the ACCOMP PART, the 
highest played note for that part becomes a cutting sound. 

• RHYTHM 

The rhythm does not sound. 

The only rhythm produced is a hi-hat 
and bass drum sound. 

• AUTO PLAY CHORD 

Some parts do not sound. 

• SEQUENCER 

An error "beep" sounds when you at-
tempt to record in the SEQUENCER. 

Multi-track recording does not work. 

KN400: The POLY 1 and ACCOMP/ 
CHORD buttons in the SEQUENCER 
are on, and no sound is produced 
when the keys are pressed. 

• The BALANCE volumes are set to 0. Press the DRUMS 
(+) button to adjust the volume. (Refer to Vol. 2, page 5.) 

• KN400: In the RHYTHM SELECT section, a COMP button 
with no stored performance was selected. Change the 
rhythm or store a new rhythm pattern in the COMPOSER. 
(Refer to Vol. 3, page 14.) 

• The MIDI clock is set to the external clock. Set the MIDI 
clock to the internal clock. (Refer to Vol. 3, page 33.) 

• This is the rhythm sound produced when the KEYBOARD 
PERCUSSION button is on. When the KEYBOARD PER-
CUSSION button is turned off, the rhythm returns to nor-
mal. 

• Parts whose volumes are set to 0 with the BALANCE but­
tons or SUB BALANCE/MIDI button do not sound. Adjust 
the volume for each part with the respective BALANCE 
button or the SUB BALANCE/MIDI button. (Refer to Vol. 
2, page 5.) 

• KN400: An ACCOMP part does not sound if its cor­
responding ACCOMP PART 1, 2 or 3 button is off. Press 
the desired ACCOMP PART 1, 2 and 3 buttons to turn 
them on. (Refer to Vol. 2, page 14.) 

• When the KEYBOARD PERCUSSION is played on the 
keyboard, the ACCOMP and BASS patterns do not sound. 
Turn off the KEYBOARD PERCUSSION button. 

• The remaining storage capacity of the SEQUENCER 
memory is 0. 

• The playback track has been selected but the 
START/STOP button has not been pressed. A flashing 
track indicator shows the track which is ready for record-
ing, and a lit track indicator shows a track which is ready 
for playback. To record one track while listening to 
another (playback) track, press the START/STOP button 
to begin playback. (Refer to Vol. 3, page 6.) 

• KN400: The part you wish to record is not turned on in the 
CONDUCTOR section. To record the POLY 1 and POLY 
2 tracks simultaneously, turn on both the POLY 1 and 
POLY 2 buttons in the CONDUCTOR. (Refer to Vol. 3, 
page 7.) 

• If POLY 2 is turned on in the CONDUCTOR section when 
the POLY 1 and ACCOMP/CHORD buttons in the SEQUEN-
CER are on, the FINGERED or ONE-FINGER button in the 
AUTO PLAY CHORD is on, and the ACCOMP PART 2 and 
3 buttons areon, then no sound is produced when the keys 
are pressed.
